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Workforce Center to Help Area Uninsured Gain 
Access to Affordable Prescription Drugs 

 
The West Central Texas Workforce Center is 
working to help uninsured Texans in Taylor 
County better afford their medicines through 
the Together Rx Access program. “Helping 
the uninsured save money on their medicines 
through this program fits very well with our 
mission, and we are excited to have this new 
tool to help people,” stated Jim Ball, Program 
Manager for the Workforce Center.  
“Enrollment is free, and will provide eligible 
people up to a 40% discount on over 285 
medicines, the applications are easy to fill 
out, and people can get the discounts right at 
their local pharmacy – very simply, there is 
no reason why any eligible person should not 
take advantage of the program.”

The Together Rx Access program was 
created by 10 leading companies to help 
uninsured Americans gain broad access to 
and meaningful savings on prescription  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

products.  Together, the participating 
companies offer savings of about 25 percent 
to 40 percent -- and sometimes more – on 
more than 275 brand-name prescription 
products.  Savings also are available on a 
wide range of generic products.  These 
products include those to treat asthma and 
diabetes, which are among the most common 
conditions affecting Americans.  The 
Together Rx Access Card may be used at 
leading pharmacies, including WalMart, 
CVS, HEB and many others. 
  

Broad Eligibility 
To qualify for the Together Rx Access Card, 
applicants must not be eligible for Medicare, 
have no public or private prescription drug 
coverage, have household income up to 
$30,000 for a single person or $60,000 for a 
family of four (income eligibility is adjusted 
for family size) and be a legal U.S. resident. 
Eligible individuals can enroll free of charge 
by visiting the Workforce Center, located at 
400 Oak Street.  The Together Rx Access 
Card will be effective immediately upon 
receipt.   
 
In addition to participating in the Together 
Rx Access program, each of the 10 
participating companies independently offers 
Patient Assistance Programs (PAPs).  People 
applying for the Together Rx Access Card 
will be automatically notified if they may be 
eligible for further savings – and in some 
cases free medicines – through these PAPs.
