MSSC Manufacturing Certification Program

General Information

We appreciate your interest in this unique training opportunity designed to train and equip area residents in basic manufacturing. This course is designed to give you foundational skills, which will lead to a nationally recognized certification and a successful career in the high demand manufacturing industry. This six - week certification program is made possible by a cooperative partnership between the West Central Texas Workforce Development Board, Development Corporation of Abilene, Texas State Technical College, Workforce Solutions of West Central Texas, and local manufacturers.

Applications will be reviewed and scored, and approximately 15 to 20 applicants will be selected, based upon qualifications and the date and time application is submitted, for participation and sponsorship in this program.  Selection and inclusion in this training will be contingent upon:  1) application review and selection into preliminary pool of candidates; 2) positive feedback and successful results from all assessments; and 3) successfully passing criminal background check and multiple random drug screenings.  If selected, criteria such as punctuality, active participation, and level of commitment will be actively monitored each day.  

Applications are due no later than Friday, May 30, 2008 at 5:00pm.  Dates for a June class will  be determined bases upon the number of applications received. Applicants must be available from 8:00am-5:00pm, Monday – Friday for a six-week period while the class is in session. Attendance is absolutely mandatory each day of training and those unable to make that commitment should not apply. 

The first week of class will be held at the Workforce Solutions center and will consist of intensive retention-based workshops focused on such key areas as communication skills, work ethic, dealing with change, and getting along with others. The following five weeks will consist primarily of actual MSSC manufacturing training at Texas State Technical College in Abilene each Monday – Thursday. Students will come to the Workforce Solutions center on Fridays for training in workplace safety, interviewing skills, and resume writing. 

This project will be intensive and a high level of commitment is required of you. The course is designed to provide you with the necessary skills enabling you to enter any type of manufacturing environment with a portable credential, certifying you as a "MSSC Manufacturing Production Technician." Manufacturers who are sponsoring this training have indicated immediate hiring needs and are offering competitive wages for highly qualified, entry-level workers.  They will participate in a job fair and will guarantee an interview for all certified graduates.  MSSC-certified trainees demonstrating a strong work ethic, a high level of initiative, and a commitment to excellence will be highly marketable for long-term employment in a rapidly changing, globally competitive work environment.
