
Reality Check Instructions
Materials needed: Station Cards and Student
Answer Sheets

Instructions:
1) Set out station cards around the room.

2) Give every student an answer sheet.

3) Students travel around the room to each station
to make decisions about their financial future.

4) Teachers can set a timer to help with traffic!

5) After students go to every station, they will add
up all their monthly expenses. They will then use
the formula to determine how much taxes they
will have to pay. 

6) The students add yearly expenses and taxes to
determine the required annual salary to live their
desired lifestyle.

7) Students can go to www.texascareercheck.com
to search for jobs that make at least that much
money to discover all their options! If they have an
idea of what industry they would like to work in,
they can set different parameters for their search.

Materials Needed: Colored Building Blocks (musty supply own),
Colored Career Questions 

Set up the blocks on a flat, sturdy surface to form a
tower.
The youngest player will go first, and then proceed
clockwise from there.
To begin a turn, the player will pull a block from
the tower without the tower falling.
Once the block is successfully pulled from the
tower, the player must choose a corresponding
color question card to answer and discuss with the
group.
Be strategic with what block you decide to pull.
One false move and the tower will come tumbling
down!
